Attainment Autumn 2 2020
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PPG Attendance Summer 2 2020 – present
PPG attendance is 90% - this is lower than usual but we have had to use code C in SIMs when the vulnerable children don't attend during lock down.  The C code counts towards absence unfortunately.  A year 1 PPG child has been off for most of the year so far so he has sadly affected this number too. Other children are coded X which means no attendance necessary so this doesn't count towards their absence.  Non PPG attendance is 95%. 
During school closures, teachers have made frequent phone calls following the attendance and register being taken to check on technical issues and disengagement but also for pupil and parent wellbeing.
